
GENERAL CAMPING AREA – CONDITIONS OF ENTRY AND USE 

• A maximum of six (6) people are permitted per campsite. Additional guests will require 
the purchase of another site. 

• Guests under 18 years are not permitted to make a booking; however, they may stay in 
the camping area under adult supervision. Please note: the festival event space is 
strictly 18+ due to liquor licensing requirements. Under 18s may camp but will not be 
permitted to enter the event space. 

• Maryborough Showgrounds & Equestrian Park is a glass-free venue. Glass of any kind 
is prohibited for the safety of patrons. 

• Camping and vehicle parking are permitted in designated areas only. 
• Roping off or reserving areas beyond the boundaries of your booked campsite is 

strictly prohibited. 
• Open fires or fire pits are not permitted anywhere within the venue. 
• The venue speed limit is 10 km/h. All internal roads are shared with pedestrians and 

must be driven with caution at all times. 
• General waste and recycling bins are located at points throughout the venue. Bins must 

remain in their allocated locations and are not to be moved to individual campsites. 
• Grey water must be disposed of at the designated drains and dump points only. 
• Dogs are permitted in the camping area only. Please note: 

o There are no pass outs from the event once you have entered. 
o Your dog must remain under your direct supervision at all times while in the 

camping area. 
• Noise: To ensure a peaceful environment for all guests, please be considerate and limit 

noise from radios, televisions, and social gatherings after 10:00pm. 
• Any illegal activity, abusive behaviour, or disruptive conduct will be reported to 

Police and may result in immediate eviction from the venue. 
• Security: Venue staff do their best to maintain a safe and secure environment; however, 

guests are responsible for securing their own valuables at all times. 
• Evacuation: Please familiarise yourself with the nearest emergency assembly point. In 

the event of an evacuation, follow staff instructions and proceed calmly to the 
designated area. 

• Emergency: In the event of an emergency, call 000. 

Odyssey Festival reserves the right to terminate a booking and evict any person who 
contravenes these rules, Council by-laws, Caravan Park & Removable Dwellings Regulations, 
or who disrupts the safe and harmonious operation of the venue. No refunds will be issued in 
these circumstances.
